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The following two students will be aboard your school bus during the driving event.  These students have physical and emotional challenges and come from different family backgrounds. You will need to familiarize yourself with these students and their specific challenges.

Rusty: is a 16 year old boy who is Autistic. Rusty has difficulty interpreting tone of voice or facial expressions, does not respond to the emotion of others and may withdraw whenever touched. When under stress, Rusty may become self-abusive with tantrums, hair pulling, screaming, kicking and throwing objects.  Use simple terms to communicate, such as, sit down, or keep hands to yourself.
Pete: is an 11 year old boy with Tourette Syndrome (TS) He lives with his grandparents.  He makes unusual movements or sounds. He has no control over them.  His throat clearing, blinking eyes, repeating words, and (rarely) blurting out foul language, is “normal” for him. Pete’s teachers say that simple words and directions are best and something for him to hold in his hand helps.
