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Tujuanna – is a 16 yr. old girl with paraplegia (paralysis of the legs and lower part of the body).  She utilizes a manual wheel chair because of her size and the cost relative to what the grandparents can afford.  Tujuanna is a jovial student that loves people and would love to be a cheerleader in the future.

Michael – is a 14 yr. old with hydrocephalus, an abnormal buildup of cerebrospinal fluid (CSF) in the ventricles of the brain. The fluid is often under increased pressure and can compress and damage the brain.  Michael is quite small and due to his delicate physical size, uses a Star Seat.   Michael uses sign language when communicating and responds to simple instructions. 

Susan – is a 17 yr. old, who was in an automobile accident and lost the use of her legs.  Susan has gained an excessive amount of weight which makes getting her to the bus and on the lift very dangerous.  Susan is very vocal and uses profanity all the time.  Susan does not allow anyone to help her with her wheelchair during her loading and unloading from the bus.
Bobby – is a 15 yr. old computer wizard that was born with Tetraplegia, also known as quadriplegia, or paralysis caused by injury to his back that resulted in the total loss of use of all his limbs and torso.  Bobby communicates very well with his computer voice generated software.  Bobby is transported in an oversized motorized wheelchair that weighs in at 275 pounds.
